· Assessment Type 1: Folio and Assessment Type 2: Issues Study – delete the phrase ‘As a guide’ with reference to word-limits. (p.13)
Stage 2

· Learning Requirements – delete LR6, so LR7 becomes the new LR6. (p.22)

· Content –

·  in Topic 2, under ‘Australia’s Global Links’, add ‘Through the use of examples’ before ‘students gain an understanding of … ‘; 

· under ‘Rights of Indigenous Australians’, replace ‘the impact of discrimination legislation’ with ‘the development of anti-discrimination and equal opportunity legislation’; 

· under ‘Critical Analysis of the Constitutional System’, add ‘concepts and’ to read ‘constitutional concepts and issues’, replace ‘recognising’ with ‘recognition of’, and replace ‘separation of powers’ with ‘division of powers’. (p.27)

· In Topic 3, under ‘Case Law’, replace ‘case law is’ with ‘case law can be’. (p.28)

· In Topic 4, under ‘Dispute Resolution’, add ‘Australian’ to ‘legal system’, and replace ‘Equal Opportunity Commission’ with ‘Australian Human Rights Commission’. (p.30)

· Assessment Design Criteria – under ‘Evaluation’, delete E2 to reflect deletion of LR6; renumber E 3 as E2, and E4 as E3. (p.33)

· Assessment Type 1: Folio – 

· add ‘balanced’ to read ‘The folio should consist of a balanced program of assessments … ‘. 

· Replace the sentence ‘As a guide … the equivalent in multimodal form.’ with ‘The combined folio assessments should be a maximum of 5000 words, or the equivalent in oral or multimodal form.’. (p. 34)

· Assessment Type 2: Inquiry – add ‘including interviews’ after ‘appropriate acknowledgment of sources’. (p.34)

· Performance Standards – delete the second specific feature under ‘Evaluation’ for all grades. Under ‘Communication’ in the A and B grades, replace ‘a range of forms’ with ‘different forms’.
