Legal Studies task design workshop slide notes
	Slide 1
	The purpose of this workshop is to enable curriculum leaders and teachers  in schools to be familiar with the processes that will ensure that teachers can adapt existing stage 2 tasks to accommodate the requirements of Performance Standard assessment  without having to necessarily re-write all their plans and tasks.

	Participants of this workshop will need to have this document either printed or on screen as many of the slides refer to its pages. You should also have your own subject ‘Subject Outline’ and your own subject task or tasks to practice on.

	The subject outline provides the requirements for teaching and assessing learning and teachers must be familiar with its content

For this exercise they need to be particularly aware that the assessment rubric of Performance Standards is intended to apply to the whole course at its completion. It will not always be applicable to all individual tasks as it stands.

	Slide 4
	In order to plan a subject program for a year or semester, the assessment tasks that line up with the content need to be planned for the whole course. 

These elements will also be reflected in the completed learning and Assessment Plan submitted to the SACE Board for approval.

The Geography example shows the complexity of the requirements which will be checked when the learning and assessment plan is submitted. 

Your assessment program needs to consider:

Double CLICK

· The number and nature of assessment types

Double CLICK

· The number and nature of Assessment Design Criteria

Double CLICK

· The number of tasks in each Type

Double CLICK

· And have an overview of the scale of student work

Note in this subject all of the assessment could be written and individual, but the majority of the school based tasks could also be presented orally or in multi modal form and completed collaboratively.

Teachers will have to be aware that there are changes in the content - from minor to significant - in all stage 2 subjects and they must make a point of checking this too. (e.g in Legal Studies a whole topic of content has been deleted to reduce the overall scope of the course ).

	In the stage 2 Legal Studies subject you can see common aspects but also differences from Geography. Every subject has a different set of assessment information but arranged in a similar way

In your current 2010 subject, the goals of the learning are articulated in Learning Outcomes. 

CLICK and wait

In the new Subject Outline for 2011, the writers have taken the opportunity to refine and adjust these . Teachers must check the new wording to discover if there are significant changes in emphasis.

Look at page 2 of the support document.

Pause this slide show and take a few moments to see the extent of the changes from the current Learning Outcomes in Legal Studies, to the new SACE Learning Requirements for Business and Enterprise. You will see that in most cases the learning has been clarified rather than changed, and this has been a common approach across subjects.

You can also read the summaries of the content in the old and new courses.

	On page 3 of the handout, you will notice that assessment components in the old subject become assessment types in the new SACE. 

Each type has a weighting. 

The letters at the end of each type refer to which of the Assessment Design Criteria are expected to be addressed through it.

Summaries similar to this are available for all SACE subjects in the DECS new SACE Leaders’ Handbook (Legal Studies is on p 134)

The Learning Requirements have given rise to the Assessment Design Criteria which are the basis of the standards of achievement. In the majority of subjects there are 4 Assessment Design Criteria, in this subject they are

	Each Assessment Design Criteria has a number of specific features.

These are the things a student must produce evidence of learning around. 

Here are three examples of specific features of different Assessment Design Criteria.

	On page 6 of the your handout you will see the complete set of Performance Standards for this subject. You will see that each of the specific features are described at each grade level.

	On page 7 you can see the different levels (A to E) for each of these 3 specific features highlighted
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	Slide 13
	If we look at just one specific feature of one Assessment Design Criteria– in this case I1 Appreciation of the potential for involvement and active participation in the legal system :

We can look at how it is described from minimal levels of achievement through to vary high levels

	Look at  the detail of each achievement level of this Specific Feature

Note the changes to key descriptors of achievement and what they might mean.

	The questions asked here are crucial to your development of an assessment plan which will allow you to make sure you have made the best use of your existing materials, while satisfying the requirements of the new SACE program.

The Next set of slides will look at an authentic task currently in use with the 2010 SACE, and illustrate how it can be checked and adapted for the new SACE in 2011.

	This current task fits in with the existing Stage 2 Curriculum Statement for Legal Studies

Assessment Component 1: Folio

In the new SACE Subject Outline this Assessment Component is is unchanged but becomes a Type.

On the left hand side of Page 8 of your notes,  you can see the full task. You will see that the criteria for judging performance are interwoven into the task description and instructions

· Understanding and Application

· Evaluation

· Communications

· skills

· The explanations of these criteria relate specifically to this assessment component. As written on the task sheet they are drawn directly from the 2010 curriculum statement. They are different for each component.

	In the old SACE, the criteria for judging performance, are described specifically for each assessment component. In the new SACE, the Assessment Design Criteria used to assess tasks are described in the Subject Outline and are the same for all Assessment Types and tasks, although not all of them are used with every task.
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	Slide 19
	Slow Double CLICK

Here is the task as it is being used in 2010 with a possible amended version of the task printed on the right hand side - much of it has not had to be altered.

This first green arrow highlights the description of the task in terms of the E1.Learning Requirements as drawn directly from the new SACE Subject Outline. 

CLICK

The second arrow points to the additions made to the requirements of the task using the language of Assessment Design Criteria.

The third set of arrows shows how the levels of achievement are re-written using the language of the performance standards.

	This slide is reproduced on page 10

CLICK

Not all the Assessment Design criteria are expected to be addressed through every task 

Not all specific features under each applicable Assessment Design Criteria necessarily apply.

It is critical that the teacher is aware that if a Specific feature (eg E3) is not addressed in this task it must be covered in other tasks, because students must be given opportunities to provide evidence of learning in all of the specific features across the total assessment.

	This slide merely show that a teacher can use marks to assess achievement



	Slide 22
	As well as giving the student the feedback sheet, the SACE Board recommends giving the student a copy of the performance standards that are addressed, so the student can appreciate where they are placed against the different levels of achievement. 

On page 11 is the applicable set of performance standards for this task. To clarify what is being assessed those specific features not covered are ‘greyed out’.

CLICK

For this student we can see that the teacher has decided that they have provided evidence of learning against some of the criteria in the B range, some in the C range and some in the D.

CLICK

The teacher has then made an “on balance judgement “ in this case that the students’ overall achievement in this task is C.

This grade will contribute to the teachers submission of a final grade for the Type as a whole.

Remember that this is not necessarily an indication of final grade as this is decided by looking at all tasks on completion of the course.

	Page 12 

The teacher must complete the Learning and assessment plan showing which features the task allows students to provide evidence of learning against.

In this case the task covers 7 of the 14 specific features across the 4 Assessment Design Criteria
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	Page 13

When all tasks are designed and included on the Learning and Assessment plan, then the teacher will be able to see if there are any areas that are not adequately covered.

In this case, across the whole of the learning and Assessment Plan, there are multiple opportunities for students to present evidence of learning against all the specific features.

	CLICK

1 Check that your tasks match the new subject outline requirements in terms of, Types, number of tasks per Type and number overall, and that they match the conditions prescribed – Supervision, word limits/time limits, format, group or individual.

2 Check which Assessment Design Criteria are expected to be demonstrated through each Type

CLICK

3 Remove any aspects of the tasks which are not necessarily going to be assessed because they don’t lead to evidence of learning against the required Assessment Design Criteria

CLICK

4 Add task elements (if required) to ensure that all Assessment Design Criteria specific features are addressed.

CLICK

5 Check that the elements of the task use the language of the specific feature wherever possible  to scaffold student effort.

6 Check on the Learning and Assessment Plan to ensure that there is more than one opportunity across all the school based assessment, to provide evidence of learning against all specific features
