COHORT/CONTEXT DESCRIPTION
	A regional school with students who have a wide range of abilities and include a large proportion from a range of low SES backgrounds including rural and recent arrivals with low levels of English literacy. All have shown an interest in the interaction of their lives with the Legal System of Australia, but are not attracted by the strict focus of stage 2 Legal Studies. Some students are intending to keep viable the option of transferring their enrolment to the 10-credit version to combine with the Research Project. 


LEARNING PROGRAM DESIGN

	The program has been constructed to capture student engagement with real life experiences through topical and contemporary events and issues. The foci will reflect the mass media absorption with criminal events and processes and the issues around the students’ rights and obligations as they take an active role in their local and global community. The topics will be drawn from Group1 Culture: Cultural Diversity, Group 2 Contemporary Challenges: Social Ethics and Group 3 Global Issues: Globalisation.
The program will be largely classroom based due to the limited access to metropolitan venues but will include visits to both the Adelaide and local Magistrates Courts, and speakers from a range of government and other agencies such as a women’s shelters and the Office of Business and Consumer Affairs. The 20-credit program is designed to be completed over the full school year but can be concluded as a 10-credit program at the end of semester one. 
The tasks are designed to lead to the presentation of evidence against the Assessment Design Criteria through a diversity of communications styles. There are several opportunities for collaborative work.


capabilities, literacy and NUMERACY OPPORTUNITIES

	· Capabilities

Students develop capabilities in communication through reading, speaking, listening, debating, writing in different genres, analysing and justifying points of view in relation to a range of questions and issues about legal and political structures. Students develop strategies in providing evidence-based arguments that are both audience specific and contextual. Communication is specifically assessed through the performance standards. Citizenship is enhanced through exposure to institutions and processes that exert different daily influences upon community members in their social systems in a range of capacities and through exploring different cultural perspectives. Consideration of the manner in which different relationships affect the dynamic nature of the Australian legal system and the capacity to be involved in a constructive way assist personal development while transferable skills for work are developed through a range of activities and tasks. Critical thinking around issues and the construction of knowledge enables students to develop their capability for learning.
· Literacy and Numeracy skills
Literacy is developed and enhanced through the range of learning and assessment activities. Students demonstrate their learning using a variety of forms such as media, ICT, oral, written and performance. Building capacity in the discourse of the subject increases students’ legal and civic literacy. The use of data to inform and evaluate and the interpretation of data enhances skill development in relation to numeracy.

Group1 Topic: Cultural Diversity, 
	Students pick a topic from the area of the ‘Family and the law’ and investigate the nature and causes of changes to families in Australia over time, relevant to family law, and explore how the legal system has responded at all levels. They identify different cultural and social perspectives on family issues using a range of sources. They apply correct legal terminology as relevant and acknowledge sources appropriately. (Semester 1)
	Students may collaborate in the research but must produce an individual report. 

600 words maximum or equivalent oral presentation

	Cyber crime

Group 3 Topic: Globalisation
	Media research. Students collect a minimum of three print and electronic references to a particular aspect of electronic/communications technology crime such as identity fraud, credit card skimming and other scams. Students annotate the sources and present a written summary of their findings, including the scale of the problem, laws that apply, and legal problems that exist in combating the particular aspect of the crime. (Semester 1)
	Task is concurrent with other work, running over a full term to allow for gathering of sources. Annotated sources and informed findings are presented individually in print or electronic form. The written summary has a maximum of 600 words

	Criminal Justice and the Community

Group 2 Topic: Social Ethics
	Students identify a recently completed criminal prosecution that has attracted media attention. They research the facts of the case, relate to the relevant criminal legislation and the Sentencing Act and develop an objective summary of the justification for whatever sentence was handed down. They then develop an understanding of the communities’ response through a survey  and evaluate the responses in relation to the facts.
	Students may collaborate in the research but produce an individual report of 600 words maximum or multimodal equivalent.

	Global rights and obligations
Folio
Group 3 Topic: Globalisation
	Students prepare an argumentative written response to the question “Is it more important to protect individual Australian’s rights or to protect the whole Australian community?” They develop and find answers to a range of questions such as the laws applicable to different groups and methods of arrival in Australia and the meaning of International agreements to Australian citizens. The will construct an essay including an introduction, evidence, perspectives and draw their own conclusion with justification.
	Students may collaborate in the research but must produce an individual essay. 

750 words maximum.

	International Agreements
Folio
Group 3 Topic: Globalisation
	Students complete a worksheet leading to learning about the nature and subjects of treaties between countries, their influence within Australia, including a short case study of a specific agreement e.g. an extradition treaty, the International Convention on the Rights of the Child, and bi-lateral air traffic agreements.
	Resource-based learning using library and on-line resources completed in class time over 2 lessons. Completion of answers on a worksheet with a range of styles of questions. 

	Criminal Justice and discrimination
Interaction 
Group 2 Topic: Social Ethics
	Students work in groups to identify the processes of resolution of criminal disputes in South Australia, under the headings Pre-trial, Trial and Post-Trial. They will individually and collectively identify areas where unfair treatment of different groups of people in our community could or do occur and what remedies or attempts at remedies are in place. They will describe issues they feel are ongoing and those that have been addressed. (Semester 1)
	Group production of a chart highlighting the main stages of criminal dispute resolution and potential sources of disadvantage. Back-up evidence of individual field observations must also be made available.

	Presentation

Interaction
Group1 Topic: Cultural Diversity,
	Students use the information from the previous assignment to develop either a mock trial or a PowerPoint (or other ICT) presentation, illustrating areas of potential for unfair treatment and possible actions to address them. The group presents their information to an audience of other students who will be able to ask questions at the conclusion. Each member of the group must have an active role.
	Each member must be able to provide evidence of their individual contribution to the group processes, skills and social actions. If the presentation is electronic, students accompany it with an oral explanation of a maximum of 5 minutes.

	Society and the law
Investigation
	Students conduct an investigation into a negotiated contemporary social or cultural issue related to the legal system derived from a topic covered in this course or linked to a student’s personal interest. Where the main focus is on a local issue, global perspectives should be included.
Students are encouraged to identify and analyse primary, as well as secondary, sources of information in gathering evidence about the issue. 


	It is essential that the issue has a clearly defined focus.
It has a maximum of 2000 words with sources appropriately acknowledged. The folio of research evidence is made available to provide evidence of the process but is not assessed.
