Executive report

· I’ve received a lot of interest in the CPT meeting. Whilst it was aimed at new and beginning teachers it seems there is still a lot of concern about the process especially what constitutes Participation.

· Wrote to Helen Tunbridge, Superintendent Social Inclusion re getting support from the Dept for taking our T&D to the country – she said she asked around but basically she said try SSABSA.

· Helen Rothenberg has finished cataloging the last 2 years Legal Brief articles. The database is downloadable from the website. Penny and I made an executive decision that we wouldn’t do any more but have thanked Helen and she has said she would be available for any other admin tasks we might need in the future.

· I have been working with Sarah Fletcher from Adelaide TAFE to organize the year 12 Legal Studies Merit Ceremony. 20 students and their parents have been invited by the IJS to attend at the TAFE on the afternoon of the Gov House ceremony. They provide the students with a cert. a cheque for $30 and afternoon tea.

· Website. I received an (unsolicited) enquiry from “Webcraft” about designing us a new website. They suggested features such as improved site navigation, using frames and menus and members’ only areas where the association could easily upload resources and features that only Letasa members could access. (This sort of feature could change our thinking about some aspects of our publications.) I replied and asked for a “ballpark” estimate – which came back at $5000-6000. At this stage I don’t want to make any comment about their services, or price but provide it for information. You can look at the Technology Teachers Ass of SA website which they developed.  http://www.tta.sa.edu.au/ . I have always advocated getting more use from our website and using members’ only sections as a marketing tool for Leatsa. I have done some research and one thing I have learnt is that the construction of such sophisticated website features is beyond us well-meaning amateurs. This could be part of the general discussion (see last dot point).

· The Annual Conference Planning Group has not met but will in the next week (Robin, Mareea, Greg and Irene). At this stage I am suggesting a possible theme of “Technology and the Law”, and I think we also need to come up with a  theme and some goals for our association for the next year or 2, which I believe should be something more appropriate for the 21st Century.  Following the spontaneous attempt to look at the issue of our logo last year, I am proposing that our next committee meeting be largely devoted to “thinking ahead”. Areas of discussion could include the logo, T & D, publicity and public comment, publications, technology, meeting structure and purpose. I will liaise with Penny to construct an appropriate structure and agenda for the meeting so that everyone’s opinion can be heard.
