UniSA School of Law

Stage 2 Legal Studies Assessment Component 2: 
Civic Participation Task

Concepts

1. Experiencing the Law
Students (30) attend a half day activity at the School of Law:
Introductory lecture exploring a contemporary legal issue
Break
Tutorial session develop ideas followed by a hypothetical court challenge (moot)
Facilitated by UniSA Law academic staff acting as tutors/judges
Lunch – networking with UniSA Law staff and current students
Students would be required to review materials related to the legal issue prior to the session.
Target Group: High Achievers by nomination from their Legal Studies Teacher

2. Law Hypothetical
A panel of visiting experts from different facets of the legal profession arguing a contemporary legal issue.
Facilitated by UniSA law academic.
Followed by a lunch – networking opportunity with Guest Experts, UniSA Law staff and current students
Students would be required to review materials related to the legal issue prior to the session and submit questions related to the issue that would form part of the hypothetical exploration.
No more 100 – Target Group: Open

3. Law Lecture
A lecture given by a UniSA Law Academic on a contemporary legal issue with a question time following. 
200+ - Target Group: Open

4. A Legal Discussion
Online asynchronous discussion board dedicated to a contemporary legal issue that could be facilitated by a UniSA Law Academic who responds to questions.
No more than 50 students – Target Group: Open

1-3 could be recorded and streamed for wider distribution e.g. to reach regional audience.
