LETASA Operational Planning – May 2011

Operational planning is a work in progress and will possibly require a few sessions to complete.

The important principle is that whatever is decided, it must be deliverable.

Ideas emerging:

· Develop practical Clarifying Forum   follow-up sessions for Legal Studies teachers that are based on practical examples;

· Formalise a mentoring program for teachers new to Legal Studies, or for those who have limited opportunity to immerse in it, to help develop confidence. Consider extension into training for IT tools e.g. titan pad as part of the package;

· Consider/investigate making more use of technology, especially through real time and also online access for events.  This might help those who are ‘time poor’ to access relevant PD when it better suits personal opportunity to engage. The concept of password access to such PD events, which is linked to membership payment and which is updated each renewal period, was deemed realistic.

· Consider co-operative efforts with teachers of other humanities subjects where joint PD might be helpful e.g. Australian Politics.

Next Steps:
· Discuss priority i.e. what gets done first, what can occur concurrently;

· Identify who (individuals/working groups) has the skills and opportunity to deliver requirements;

· Determine timeframes;

· Identify budget and pricing;

· Establish a promotional scheme.
