Feedback re Year 12 Exam 2006  - 30 minute discussion time – Peter Cavouras and Robin Aukett


Discussion with exam papers and Chief Assessor’s Report 


Robin Aukett comments:

No errors in numbering by students

Language and Interpretation could  be an issue e.g. Qu 2 part (e) a question that is open to interpretation – is it about road safety, is it about why they adopted it, or is it why they all adopted

Frank comment – thought may be too much in markers guidelines and more flexibility in answer so questions can be answered in a wider variety of ways

Peter comment – just an outline as guidelines and then take on feedback and some changes may be added in

Ron thinks Question is excellent but thinks comments in Examiners Report are too restrictive

Frank – needs to be legal system answer not a social system

Nik – need advice to future students about what the answer is so students can learn 

Kathleen – 2 marks allocated and students should be taught to respond in legal studies response

and refer to the stimulus

Peter – SSABSA won’t give out guidelines for markers publicly but Geof Bailey prepares suggested answers which are extremely comprehensive 

Qu 4 (e) some interpretation of question 

Concerns about editing discussed

Discussion that science subjects have open meetings not just for markers

Geof – could always criticise the interpretation of individual question but Legal Studies markers meetings people put up suggested answers and most are accepted unlike some other subject areas e.g. Accounting only accepts one answer as dictated by the Chief Examiner

Nik suggested questions need to be very clear

Some discussion that Section 2 need to keep questions equal degree of difficulty

Ann suggested need to encourage students to learn the text book last chapter in the topic as a good way to study for the evaluative questions 

Peter commented that the text was not used by everyone and should not be relied upon as the ‘Gospel’ despite its comprehensive nature.

Geof commented suggested answers should be more widely disseminated than SSABSA allows

Action – meeting of 10 May have further 30 minute discussion as next meeting at the History Trust with “Voice of the People” exhibition so extra time needed for this
